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Political storm as Net
Zero plan is scrapped

CARBON Net Zero commit-
ments have been abandoned by
Warwickshire County Council.

WCC’s new Council Plan includes
an amendment that the council will
not be bound by two previously agreed
declarations on moves to fight climate
change.

The amendment, which was proposed
by the council’s Conservative Group
and supported by the ruling Reform UK
Group, said the council’s prior commit-
ments to Net Zero — set out under the
previous Conservative administration
in 2019 and 2025 — were ‘no longer
economically sustainable in the short
term’.

Under the now defunct Climate
Emergency declaration, Warwickshire
had a target to achieve net zero by 2030
— 20 years ahead of the UK-wide target.

Conservative Group deputy leader
Chris Kettle, who proposed the amend-
ment, said: “The economic outlook is
significantly worse than when the origi-
nal Climate Emergency declaration took

place.

“At such a difficult time for res:dents,
it was important to make sure we prior-
itise our residents’ battle against rising
prices, while continuing with important
environmental work.”

And Tory group leader Coun Adrian
‘Warwick said it should not be seen as a
“controversial move”.

“Prioritising Climate Change action
over measures to help our residents in
their battle against inflation would be
the wrong thing to do.

“Where green measures also save
money, we welcome them - but we must
react to the changing national and inter-
national circumstances.

“This shouldn’t be a controversial
move.”

Coun Jonathan Chilvers, the leader
of the Green Party Group — which had
proposed an amendment preserving net
zero commitments — slammed the deci-
sion.

He said: “Food and prices are going
up, flooding of homes is increasing —
both made worse by extreme weather
caused by climate.

“To remove climate change from the
Council Plan is like senselessly hacking
off one leg of our understanding and
ability to solve the issues we face.

“The Reform leadership seems to have
a blind ‘anti-environment’ ideology that
is damaging residents lives.”

Liberal Democrat Coun Richard
Dickson was equally scathing.

He said: “The Conservatives group
split. Three of their members joined
with Liberal Democrat councillors to
support the Green Party proposal to
keep the council’s focus on addressing
the climate change emergency.

“Sadly the proposal was defeated by
votes from the other Conservative and
Reform councillors.”

The Reform group did not respond to
our request for comment.

KING Charles made a sur-
prise appearance at the
Royal Shakespeare Theatre
in Stratford.

The monarch joined a sold-
out audience for a performance
of The Tempest directed by Sir
Richard Eyre and starring Sir
Kenneth Branagh, who is play-
ing Prospero for the first time
in a career that has included 35
Shakespeare productions to date.

The King was welcomed by
Lord Lieutenant of Warwickshire,
Tim Cox, as well as RSC co-
artistic directors Daniel Evans
and Tamara Harvey, whom he sat
between to watch the play.

During the interval, King

Charles met members of the cos-
tume department to hear about the

Tennant in Richard II, in 2013.

Following the the curtain call,
The King went backstage to meet
members of the cast and creative
team, including Sir Richard and
Sir Kenneth.

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Labour and Lib Dem partnership
of Borough Council

A NEW coalition between Labour
and the Liberal Democrats has
taken control of Rugby Borough
Council (RBC).

Labour’s Coun Louise Robinson
was appointed as Council Leader,
and Liberal Democrat Coun Jerry
Roodhouse as Deputy Leader, at
RBC’s Annual General Meeting.

They will lead the council under
a new coalition partnership agree-
ment between the two groups for
2026-27.

Since 2024, Labour led the coun-
cil with support from the Liberal
Democrats under a ‘confidence and
supply’ agreement.

But in the local elections earlier
this month, Labour lost three seats
and the Liberal Democrats gained
two, leaving each party on 12 —
enough combined for a controlling
majority.

The Conservatives remain the
largest party with 15 councillors,
falling short of the 22 needed to take
control of the 42-seat council.

The coalition agreement reached
between Labour and the Liberal
Democrats prioritises ‘protecting
and improving council services,
strengthening governance and trans-
parency, and ensuring the borough
is well represented during ongoing
discussions about local government
reorganisation and devolution’.

The partnership also aims to sup-
port a ‘thriving, healthier, fairer
and greener borough’, improve cus-
tomer service, strengthen financial
management, increase transpar-
ency and accountability, and review
council spending.

Cabinet positions have been
shared equally between the two
parties.

Coun Robinson said: “It is a great
honour to lead such a committed
and talented cabinet, and to become
the first female Leader of Rugby

Borough Council.

“This agreement gives Rugby
Borough Council a clear basis for
stable and effective leadership for
the year ahead

“Our focus is on working together
in the best interests of residents,

businesses and communities across
the borough.

“Together, we want to protect and
improve council services, strength-
en transparency and accountability,
and support a thriving, healthier,
fairer and greener Rugby.

“Securing new investment remains
a key priority. We recently secured
£10 million for a town centre skills
hub and I will continue working to
bring further investment into the
borough to support regeneration
and deliver on our ambitions.”

Coun Roodhouse said the part-
nership was built on a shared com-
mitment to responsible leadership,
openness and better outcomes for
residents.

He added: “By working together
constructively, we can improve the
way the council serves residents,
make sure decisions are clear and
accountable, and keep Rugby’s voice
strong as important changes in local
government continue.”

The RBC Conservative Group has
been contacted for comment.

THE LEADER of Coventry
City Council (CCC) will stay
on but only as head of a
minority administration.

Coun George Duggins has been
reappointed council leader, a posi-
tion he has held since 2016.

Coun Duggins will now lead a
minority Labour administration fol-
lowing May'’s local elections, which
returned a council with no overall
control.

Although Labour — which has had
a controlling majority at the council

since 2010 - is the largest group,
with 24 seats, no party has overall
control at the council. Reform has
20 seats, the Conservatives six and
the Green Party four.

No cross-party deals have been
achieved, to achieve a majority.

Coun Duggins said: “This is an
administration of collaboration and
change. The election results reflect
the mood of residents across
Coventry and we have listened.

“While Labour is the largest party
on this council, we are committed
to working constructively across
all groups to continue delivering
on the priorities that matter most
to the people of this city: good
jobs, quality homes, safe communi-

ties and the services residents and
families depend on.”

Coun Lynnette Kelly has been
appointed the new deputy leader,
also taking on the cabinet portfolio
for jobs, regeneration and climate
change. Her portfolio covers eco-
nomic development, city centre
regeneration, transportation, sus-
tainability and climate change, as
well as inward investment.

Coun Mal Mutton joins the cabi-
net as the new member for children
and young people, with respon-
sibility for children’s social care,
safeguarding, corporate parent-
ing and support for young peo-
ple across the city. She will take
on responsibility for a children’s

services team which was recently
rated outstanding by The Office for
Standards in Education, Children’s
Services and Skills.

Coun John McNicholas joins the
cabinet as member for commu-
nity safety and cohesion, including
public protection and licensing,
democratic and electoral services
and legal services.

Coun Abdul Salam Khan moves
portfolio to become cabinet mem-
ber for education, skills and equali-
ties, covering schools, specail edu-
cational needs and disability provi-
sion libraries, adult education and
skills and employability.

The remaining cabinet members
are unchanged.

| BOLD business part-
ners from Rugby sent the
remains of a beloved fam-
ily pet where few dogs
have gone before.

Jacob Battersby and Callum
King, co-founders of Rugby-
based startup Zoomi, launched
a high-altitude weather balloon
carrying the ashes of Jacob’s
late dog Oscar from Bilton to
the edge of space.

The choice of launch site was
personal for Callum who, as a

pupil at Harris School in 2012,
was part of a science project
that tried - and failed - to
launch and recover a weather
balloon, the payload of which
was never found.

This time the payload — com-
plete with a camera which
captured spectacular views of
Earth — was found, thanks to
a ‘ZoomiTag’ GPS pet tracker
designed and built by the com-
pany.

Callum said his school science
project had stayed with him.

He said: “We sent something
up from Rugby, it never came
home and there was nothing

we could do about it. Years
later, we’re building a company
whose whole point is that a
dog should never just disappear.
Going back, launching prop-
erly from Bilton and getting the
payload home, with our own
tracker, only felt right.

“To send something to space
and actually recover it, 14 years
after my last attempt, feels
unreal — and doing it on a
tracker I built myself makes it
feel even better.

‘We genuinely thought we’'d
lost it. Then the tracker pinged,
only 15 minutes from where
we’d planned the landing. When

we finally got eyes on the pay-
load, I felt I'd come full circle.”

The balloon climbed to rough-
ly 119,000ft — more than 22
miles — into the stratosphere,
more than three times the cruis-
ing altitude of a passenger jet.

Onboard temperatures fell to
around minus-72C and stayed
there for more than three
hours.

The balloon burst at peak
altitude, releasing Oscar’s ashes
into the upper atmosphere.

A parachute deployed and the
payload began its descent, land-
ing the same day in open coun-
tryside in Nottinghamshire, to

be recovered by the pioneering
pair.

For Jacob, the launch carried |

more than a tracker: Oscar was |
the inspiration for the com-
pany.
He said: “I lost Oscar at the
start of the year and Zoomi
has been built around him ever
since. When we started planning
the launch, taking his ashes up
there wasn’t really a question —
it was just how we were going
to do it.”

The recovered tag - cold,
taped and slightly scorched - is
now back at Zoomi’s workshop
in Rugby.

Historic home
is a big success

MORE than 50,000 people have vis-
ited Coventry’s historic Charter-
house since The National Trust
took on its day-to-day manage-
ment a year ago.

That figure far exceeded the heritage
and nature conservation charity’s original
target of 18,000 visitors for the first year
of management.

Restored and brought back to life by
Historic Coventry Trust, which led an
$£11.9million funding and restoration
project, the Charterhouse is now managed
on site by the National Trust. The two
organisations work closely together to
safeguard the building and widen access
for communities across the city.

Kristenne Pickles, from the National
Trust team at Coventry Charterhouse,
said: “Opening the doors of Coventry
Charterhouse this past year has been
incredibly special. In the middle of a busy
city, it has become a place where people
can spend time outdoors, connect with
Coventry’s history and enjoy a quieter
side of the city. Seeing how many people
have visited over the past year shows just
how important the Charterhouse is for
Coventry.”

Volunteers have played a vital role in
the Charterhouse’s success, contributing
more than 15,700 hours to supporting
everything from welcoming visitors to car-
ing for the gardens and sharing the site’s
stories.

A key focus for the National Trust has
been making the Charterhouse welcoming
and accessible to local communities.

Since taking on management of the site,
more than 50 events and activities have
been delivered alongside organisations,
artists, students and community groups
from Coventry.

Working alongside Coventry City
Council, the Charterhouse also now wel-
comes holders of the ‘GoCV+’ discount-
ed-entrance card, widening access for
people who could otherwise face barriers
to visiting. Since the partnership launched
in February, more than 200 visitors have
benefited from the scheme.

Niamh Carton, programming and partner-
ships manager at Coventry Charterhouse,
said: “Working closely with communities
across Coventry means we can shape
projects and events that feel relevant and
welcoming to local people.

New visitors

“Welcoming GoCV+ card holders and
partnering with local groups, students
and families has helped us introduce the
Charterhouse to people who may not have
visited before.”

The first year of operation saw a crea-
tive, community-focused programme,
from Luke Jerram’s Helios installation to
collaborations with Coventry University
students and seasonal family activities.

The National Trust is planning more
events, such as Pepperpot the Mole, a
four-metre-high sculpture created by art-
ist Bruce Asbestos. Visitors can see the
sculpture in the walled garden and follow
a family-friendly trail around the garden,
discovering where Pepperpot has been
popping up and learning more about
moles and the natural world along the
way.

Historic Coventry Trust led an £11.9million restoration project of the grade | listed

building. s

Amy, who mentored Natalie during
her time at Poppy Lodge, said: “It was
lovely to meet and mentor Natalie. She
was so passionate about caring for oth-
ers and willing to learn about my own
experiences in the health and social

sector. She embraced the whole experi-
ence and fully immersed herself into
our community.

“I believe it’s important for people to
understand the work we do at Galanos
House, as care work can sometimes be
misunderstood or unfairly stigmatised.
I hope the documentary highlights how
meaningful and rewarding a career in
care can be, and the positive impact
it has on the lives of those receiving
support.”

Jo-Anne Wilson, care home manager,
added: “At Galanos House, there’s a
genuine sense of community, with resi-
dents connecting through shared mili-
tary experiences and building strong
friendships, whether they are age 52 or
102. The team of staff takes great pride
in supporting those who have served
the country, creating a warm and wel-
coming place to call home with plenty
of activities and social opportunities.

AN INTERNATIONALLY
acclaimed Coventry-born artist
has celebrated his work being
on display in his home city for
the very first time.

The exhibition, entitled
Reclaiming Sanctuary, celebrates
sculptor Peter Eugene Ball, whose
work has been displayed in church-
es, cathedrals and collections all
over the world.

His work transforms reclaimed
materials, such as driftwood and
Victorian doors, into contemplative
pieces.

Despite a career spanning more
than 60 years and a global reputa-
tion in contemporary ecclesiastical
art, Peter — who was also a lecturer
at Lanchester Polytechnic which
later became Coventry University
— has never previously shown his

work in the city.

Peter, who studied at the former
Coventry College of Art, said: “I'm
really excited to have my work dis-
played in Coventry.

“It’s very interesting for me
because there’s pieces I haven't
seen for years, and some of it can
be embarrassing, but that’s an art-
ist’s life — you produce stuff and
all these years later you look at it
and say, ‘What’s that? Could I have
altered this?".

“I watched the cathedral being
rebuilt because the art school over-
looked it. So we watched this place
rise and a lot of the people that
were working on the cathedral were
artists, so they used to come over
and teach us.

“And of course I was born in
Coventry and educated here, so I'm
rather excited about it and I think

the exhibition is great.”

The exhibition is curated by
Coventry University Archives.

Paul Nolan, Partnerships and
Outreach Coordinator for Archives
and Collections at Coventry
University, said: “Peter’s work can
be found in over 90 cathedrals and
churches across the UK and in col-
lections worldwide, so it’s remarka-
ble that it has never been exhibited
in Coventry until now.

“This exhibition is about bring-
ing his story home. It celebrates
not only his extraordinary career
but also his deep connection to the
city and the university as Peter was
born in Coventry and studied at the
former Coventry College of Art.”

At the heart of the exhibition
is Our Lady of Peace, a sculpture
made from a Victorian gate post
and dedicated to Peter’s late son.

It was recently donated by Peter
to Coventry Cathedral — providing
the catalyst for the wider exhibi-
tion.

The exhibition, the first ever held
in partnership between Coventry
University Archives and the iconic
cathedral, features original art-
works, rare preparatory paintings
and archive material, alongside
replicas that help tell the full story
of his creative development.

Undergraduate students from the
university’s Graphic Art and Design
course have produced exhibition
boards and interpretation materi-
als to add context to the artworks,
helping visitors better understand
Peter’s life, creative process and
legacy.

THE TRENCHES of the First
World War came to life for
students at a Rugby secondary
school, during a hands-on living
history session.

More than 500 students at The Avon
Valley School and Performing Arts
College were given an insight into the
conflict by living historian and expert
David Allton, from Frontline Living
History.

During hour-long workshops, stu-
dents learned about weapons, wounds,
and the experiences endured by sol-
diers more than 110 years ago.

Pupils were able to see and handle
relics including uniforms, weapons, bat-
tlefield shrapnel and even a trench peri-

scope. The sessions provided a valuable
insight for Year 10 and 11 students
ahead of GCSE history exams.

Younger students also found the ses-
sions valuable.

Year 8 student Nancy said: “It was
amazing to see all of the equipment and
weapons that were used by soldiers in
the First World War.

“I've always loved history but hear-
ing about the soldiers’ experiences has
made me even more interested in this
topic, which I am currently learning
about in my lessons.

“I think it was really unfair that
women would give men white feathers
for not being in the Army and I can’t
believe that boys aged 14 and 15 were
able to join the army to fight, as they
are almost the same age as me.

“I'd really like to learn more about
how soldiers lived in the trenches and
what they did after the war ended.

One day I'd like to visit the battlefields
where the fighting took place.”

History teacher Dan Phelan said: “We
applied for, and obtained, a £§500 grant
from the Western Front Association
[WFA], which went a long way towards
funding this experience.

“As time passes, the events of the
past become increasingly distant and,
without opportunities like this risk
being forgotten. We are, therefore, very
grateful to the WFA for helping us make
this event possible for the benefit of
over 500 of our students.”

Headteacher Blake Francis said stu-
dents were thoroughly engaged.

He added: “It is always valuable to
welcome external speakers to work
with our students as this really helps
bring their learning to life. David was
fantastic and our students gained a
great deal from the workshops and
questions they asked.”

COMMUNITY-spirited volun-
teers in Rugby have given a
spring clean to a ‘unique’ flight
of canal locks.

A dedicated team of Canal and
River Trust volunteer lock keepers
carried out a seasonal tidy-up of the
historic Hillmorton Locks ahead of
the busy summer boating season.

As part of ongoing work to reju-
venate the locks, they removed
encroaching vegetation and refur-
bished the stone edging at several
locks.

A flower bed at the bottom of
the locks has been replaced with
a larger and more vibrant display,

team

while the original planter has been
moved to help spread greenery and
colour along the flight.

Several mooring rings have also
been brought back into use, helping
to ease congestion along the busy
and popular stretch of the canal.

The three pairs of locks have been
a defining feature of the Oxford
Canal for more than 200 years, and
are now the busiest lock flight in
the country — handling over 8,000
boat movements each year — as well
as being a much-loved destination
for locals.

The dedicated team of 14 volun-
teers — who have won three Rugby
in Bloom Gold Community Awards
for their efforts — are on duty every
day from April to October to help
boaters through the locks and pro-

vide visitors information, and meet
up once a fortnight for various
maintenance tasks.

Lead volunteer Taryn tolld The
Observer it was all a labour of love.

She said: “I've always liked the
canals and I'd rather do something
useful with my spare time.

“If nobody helps look after places
like this, they would soon end up
looking neglected. It’s nice to know
you've done your bit and made the
place better for everyone.”

Fellow lead volunteer Kevin said
the paired locks were unique and
are steeped in history.

He added: “There is always some-
thing happening here, whether it is
boaters travelling across the coun-
try, families out walking or volun-
teers working together. It feels like

a real community.”

Volunteer Kev said it was satisfy-
ing to keep the lock flight in clean
and tidy order.

He said: “It is important to keep
the area clean and tidy for every-
one — walkers, boaters and the local
community.

“It is also important from a health
and safety perspective — and it ena-
bles us to hold annual Macmillan
cake sales which have raised over
£1,000 in each of the last two
years.”

Maurice, the group’s longest-
serving volunteer, said their efforts
do not go unnoticed.

He added: “A lot of the passers-by
compliment us on the flower beds
and grass cutting.

“The bonus is, once they have
learnt the skill, they will enjoy their
boating holiday all the more and
hopefully come back, bringing tour-
ism to the Rugby area.”

A PIONEERING screen-
ing programme to identi-
fy heart conditions in the
young — set up in memory
of a talented Rugby man
who died suddenly due to
an undiagnosed condition -
will return next month.

Anthony Lane died in 2022, at
the age of 26, as he suffered a
cardiac arrest while exercising.

Anthony’s dad Paul is now
putting on a third cardiac screen-
ing day in his son’s memory, hav-
ing potentially saved three lives
by identifying heart conditions at
previous events.

Paul - a former president of
Wylde Green Rotary Club, in
Sutton Coldfield — has secured
rotary grants and headed money-

raising campaigns to fund the
initiative.

Paul said: “One Saturday morn-
ing, Anthony was on his turbo
trainer bike at home, exercis-
ing alone. His partner returned
home after shopping to find him
unresponsive on the floor. West
Midlands Ambulance Service
and the Air Ambulance attended
but unfortunately Anthony had
already passed away.

“It is believed Anthony had
an undiagnosed heart condition
from which he had no symp-
toms. It is likely Anthony’s heart
‘short-circuited’ and went into a
lethal arrhythmia called ventricu-
lar fibrillation, that causes sud-
den cardiac death if not treated
immediately with CPR [cardiop-
ulmonary resuscitation] and defi-
brillation.”

Anthony (pictured, right) was a
mechanical engineer who landed
his dream job at Mercedes F1 in

Northamptonshire. His death led
his family to the Cardiac Risk in
the Young (CRY) charity, which
works to prevent sudden cardiac
deaths in the young by raising
awareness and funding screening
and research.

Paul said: “We learned more
about the research
they’'re doing and

their lobbying of pol-
iticians to try and
get the UK govern-

ment to test people

between the ages of

14 and 34.

“They say events
happen for a rea-
son and Anthony’s
passing away, and
our work with
CRY, has given
us the abil-
ity to
organ-
ise the

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screening session, which we’re
hoping we can do, long term and,
at the end of that, we may have
saved a young person’s life.”

The screening day, at Sutton
Coldfield Town FC, will be attend-
ed by Anthony’s friends and fam-
ily on Sunday, June 14. It will be
the third of what it is hoped will
be of many in the area.

Steven Cox said: “It’s won-
derful to see the impact
that Paul’s remarkable
efforts to raise awareness
and funds in memory of his
son Anthony continues to
have.

the charity’s defining aims: to
identify more young people who
may be at risk of ‘hidden heart
conditions’ and ensure they are
referred for appropriate investi-
gations.

“One in every 300 people, of
those tested by CRY, will be
identified with a potentially life-
threatening condition. Campaigns
like these really do save lives.”

Paul, who now lives in Lichfield,
said: “Anthony was a perfectly
healthy young person who, like
all young people, didn’t go to the
doctor and who thought he was
invincible. One minute he was
perfectly fit on his turbo trainer,
the next minute he’s gone. It is so
tragic that this happened but we
like to think of this project as a
lasting memorial to him.”

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TO MARK World Bee Day
(Wednesday, May 20), British
Garden Centres’ Make It
Bloom campaign is offering
advice and know-how to turn
any outside space into some-
where bees want to be.

With two bumblebee species
already extinct in the UK, eight
more on the endangered list and
97 per cent of wildflower meadows
gone since the 1930s, gardens have
never mattered more.

‘What to plant

Lavender is a popular classic as
bees return to it all summer, drawn
by its scent as much as its nectar-
rich flowers. It works in a border, a
container, or on a sunny doorstep.
Buy it small and let it establish rath-
er than buying it already in bloom.

Salvias - These flower from May
until the first frosts and will be
covered in pollinators the entire
time. The tall floral spikes look
spectacular in a border and the
perennial varieties come back year
after year.

Foxgloves - At this time of year,
foxgloves are at their best right now
with their tall spikes of purple, pink,
white and blue that solitary bees
find irresistible. They are native to
Britain, happy in light shade and
beautiful as cut flowers too.

Alliums - Bees love those tall
spherical purple pompoms - they
look at home in any garden and
look fabulous in among borders or
in a container.

Aquilegia - Also known as
Granny’s Bonnets, they are rich in

nectar and visited constantly, mak-
ing them an ideal plant for World
Bee Day.

Poppies - These are one of the
great pollen plants with wide open
petals in red, white, purple and pink
that pollinators make a beeline for.
They thrive in a sunny spot and
largely take care of themselves.

Verbena bonariensis - This
earns its keep from July through to
autumn, so pollinators come flock-
ing even after World Bee Day. Its
tall, wiry stems and lilac flower
clusters visited by bees and butter-
flies in turns.

Buddleia - This plant can take
over at the end of summer when
much else is fading. Its long flower
spikes drawing pollinators in num-
bers. Low maintenance and fast
growing, it’'s a brilliant starting
point for anyone new to gardening.

Single-flowered dahlias - Ideal
for later in the season, single dahl-
ias have visible stamens rather
than densely packed petals and are
among the best nectar sources of
late summer and autumn.

Sedum - With its flat pink flow-
erheads, it keeps bees fed right into
October and gives them somewhere
to rest while they’re at it.

Eryngium - Also known as sea
holly, it is one of those plants
that earns its place twice over. Its
steely blue, architectural flower-
heads look stunning in a sunny
border from midsummer onwards,
and bees absolutely love them.
Drought-tolerant and incredibly
low-maintenance, it is one of the
most rewarding plants possible to
add to a garden.

Herbs - Rosemary draws bees

in large numbers to its small but
nectar-rich flowers. Chives, which
bloom right now, are magnets for
bumblebees and sage and thyme
left to flower rather than being cut
back provide weeks of pollinator
activity with no extra effort.

Lawns

Leaving even a small patch
unmown through May and June
allows clover and dandelions to
come through - two of the most
important plants for bumblebees
in the country. Or get lawns abuzz
with a packet of wildflower seeds.
Scatter them in a bare patch or
throughout the lawn and let them
get on with it. They will feed bees,
butterflies, birds and insects from
one end of summer to the other.

‘Whole year planning

Most gardens put on a good show
from now until August and then go
quiet. For bees, that is a problem
as a queen bumblebee emerging
from hibernation in February needs
food and, by October, bees are still
foraging hard, building fat reserves
to see them through winter.

From February to March,
Hellebores, pulmonaria, crocus and
snowdrops may seem modest, but
they are genuinely vital at a time
when almost nothing else is flower-

In September and October, asters
are one of the last great bee plants
of the season. And ivy, usually the
first thing to be cut back, is one of
the most important plants of the
whole year at this point, providing

A PIONEERING programme that
supports anyone taken into police
custody and found to be addicted
to drugs and alcohol, has been
renewed by the West Midlands
Police and Crime Commissioner
PCO).

The Arrest Referral Service, provided
by charity Cranstoun, will expand after a
&£1.3million investment from PCC Simon
Foster.

The PCC has funded the initiative for
years, to have specialist drug workers
based in police custody suites and has
helped and referred thousands of people
into treatment at a critical “reachable
moment”. The team also provides harm
reduction advice and signposting support
for housing and mental health.

Cranstoun has teamed up with the char-
ity St Giles so extra support can be provid-

ed by people with first-hand experience of
substance use or who have been affected
by the criminal justice system.

Mr Foster said: “This programme shows
exactly why prevention and rehabilitation
must sit at the heart of modern policing.
That is because it will always be better to
prevent crime rather than having to deal
with the consequences of crime.

“By intervening early, at the point of
arrest, we are tackling the root causes of
crime, cutting re-offending and delivering
value for taxpayers.

“Custody can be a critical turning point
in someone’s life. The Arrest Referral
Service meets people at that moment
and offers real support. By enhancing
this service, we are giving more people
the chance to access treatment, address
addiction and rebuild their lives, reducing
crime and harm for everyone in the West
Midlands.”

Megan Jones, director of new busi-
ness and services at Cranstoun, said:
“Our Arrest Referral Service in the West
Midlands has changed thousands of lives

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Amy’s 2'--stone success story

Amy’s weight had been
gradually creeping up over the
last few years despite trying to
diet in her own way and often
making excuses. Food had
always been used as a reward
and she struggled with binge
eating.

By the end of her first 12
weeks she had lost nearly a stone and
decided to continue towards a target loss
of 3st 1lb.

Over the following months Amy stayed

determined, even through holidays and
difficult times. In February she sadly lost
her beloved dog, Henry, which affected her
mental health deeply. However, instead of
turning to food for comfort, she stayed
focused on her goals. Amy says the
support she received from Tina and her
fellow members was incredible and she
genuinely enjoys attending group each
week.

While she admits it has
occasionally felt frustrating not having

huge weekly losses, she stayed motivated
by focusing on each award and milestone
along the way. By Christmas she had lost
nearly two stone and felt amazing wearing
a beautiful outfit with newfound
confidence.

Recently Amy achieved her 2'% stone
award. Friends and family have started
commenting on how much slimmer she
looks and she now has a whole new
wardrobe. She has even had her hair cut
short — something she says she would
never previously have had the confidence
to do.

One of Amy’s proudest moments came
during a recent bank holiday when she
and her husband completed a 13-mile hike
in the Cotswolds, something she never
believed she would have been capable of
before losing weight. Her diabetes is now
in normal limits, she has dropped two
dress sizes, and she has just 7Ibs left to
reach her target.

Looking back, Amy says she would never
have believed a year ago that she could
reach this stage. With her cousin’s
wedding now only weeks away, she has a
beautiful dress, new swimwear and, most
importantly, the confidence to appear in
photos proudly instead of hiding at the
back.

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Tea drinking is part of childhood
for many Midlanders, says study

FOR MANY in the West
Midlands, a love of tea
doesn’t begin in adulthood.

It starts much earlier, woven into
everyday routines, family life and
school-day habits.

This International Tea Day - May
21 - new research revealed how
early resident’s relationship with
tea begins, and why it continues to
endure for a lifetime.

A total of seven in 10 people in the
region say they started drinking tea
during their school years, accord-
ing to a new consumer research
survey of 1,000 British adults car-
ried out on behalf of the UK Tea
and Infusions Association.

This highlights tea as one of
the UK’s earliest and most lasting
shared rituals.

Dr Sharon Hall, chief executive of
the UKTIA, said: “Tea is often intro-
duced in very familiar, comforting
settings — at home with family or
during school years — and those
early experiences can shape habits
that last into adulthood.

“It becomes more than just a
drink; it’s something people associ-
ate with routine, reassurance and
connection.”

The UKTIA research shows that
tea drinking is deeply rooted in
early life for people in the West
Midlands

A total of 37 per cent said they
first started drinking tea in second-
ary school

A further 33 per cent traced it
back to their primary school years.
In fact, dietitians, nutritionists and
GPs have confirmed children above
the age of four can enjoy a weak,
milk tea.

For some, the habit begins even
earlier, with 10 per cent saying they
were introduced to tea before the
age of five.

Over one in 10 residents said they
began drinking tea in their 20s,
while smaller proportions picked
it up later in life - around two per
cent in their 30s and the remaining
survey respondents from age 40
onwards.

These early beginnings may also
help explain tea’s lasting role in
British culture.

Previous research has shown, tea
continues to be closely linked with
everyday rituals, from moments of
relaxation to social connection.

Dr Hall said: “Nearly half of peo-
ple in the West Midlands say tea
plays a role in regular catch-ups
with loved ones, while 36 per cent
associate it with family traditions.

“Nearly a quarter even agreed
that tea acts as a bridge between
generations in conversations.

“Whether it’s a quick break dur-
ing a busy day or a longer conver-
sation with friends or family, tea
remains at the centre of how people
connect and unwind.”

Home is also the most popular
location for tea drinking among
people in the West Midlands and

nearly six in 10 said they made
tea at home to take out with them,
showing that many like to take the
comfort of a cuppa with we are on
the move.

Dr Hall added: “When something
becomes part of your routine from
a young age, it often carries a sense

of familiarity and comfort into later
life.

“That’s particularly true for tea,
which is often linked to positive,
everyday moments — whether that’s
coming home from school or spend-
ing time with family.”

Even as lifestyles evolve, tea con-

tinues to adapt.

Whether it’s enjoyed at home or
out and about, it remains a con-
stant in an otherwise fast-changing
world.

And for many people in the West
Midlands, that consistency is part
of its appeal.

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Not concentrating could leave you
on track for disaster says campaign

PEOPLE in the West Midlands
have a dangerous overconfidence
surrounding the risks when using
railway level crossings.

Network rail said a survey revealed
over eight in ten say they are confi-
dent they know the dangers — but
only three per cent actually under-
stand how long it takes an approach-
ing 80mph train to stop.

And 14 per cent don’t consider
removing headphones when at a
level crossing.

The findings come as Network
Rail, British Transport Police (BTP)
and the wider rail community came
together to launch the first indus-
try-wide level crossing campaign
to raise awareness of the dangers
around level crossings — called No
Second Chances.

No Second Chances — primarily
aimed at 18-34-year-olds through
a series of three uncompromising
20-second films — raises awareness
of the dangers of not using a level
crossing properly and the conse-
quences of being distracted.

Distraction is a common risk at
level crossings, particularly among
adults aged 18 to 34, who are more
likely to admit to behaviours that
reduce awareness of their surround-
ings.

The No Second Chances campaign
marks a new joined-up way of work-
ing for the rail sector on safety
communications, ahead of the estab-
lishment of Great British Railways
(GBR).

The survey revealed 63 per cent
of residents feel confident they
could move out of the way in time
if a train appeared while they were
crossing.

But 96 per cent don'’t realise that
it takes approximately one mile for
a train travelling at 80mph to come
to a complete emergency stop — and
that’s not the fastest a train can
travel on the network.

Anthony Bonell, level crossing

manager for Network Rail Central
route, said: “Across the West
Midlands and beyond, level cross-
ings are part of everyday journeys
— to work, to school, and out with
friends. But it only takes one missed
warning or one moment of distrac-
tion for things to go wrong, because
trains can be on you far quicker
than you think and they need a long
distance to come to a stop.

“We're hoping the newly launched

No Second Chances campaign helps
those messages cut through. When
you reach a crossing, slow down,
give it your full attention, and make
sure you've clearly checked it’s safe
before you step or drive onto the
crossing.

“Waiting a few extra seconds is
always better than taking a risk.”

Chief Inspector Joseph Gorman,
British Transport Police, said:
“Everyone, pedestrians and driv-

ers alike, should pay extra care and
attention to level crossings as the
consequences for any misuse can be
catastrophic.

“You might think you're simply
saving some time, but if you miss or
deliberately ignore the warning signs
then you could be placing yourself
or others in incredibly serious dan-
ger, and that is never worth it.

“We respond to incidents at level
crossings every month, and through
patrols, CCTV, and close work with
our Network Rail partners, we will
always seek to prosecute serious
offences to deter misuse. Please
think wisely as you approach level
crossings, be patient, and don’t take
any risks.”

There are around 6,000 level cross-
ings in operation across the country,
and each is different depending on
its surroundings and usage.

These include crossings which
range from footpaths requiring
users to stop, look and listen for
approaching trains before deciding
if it safe to cross, through to those
with full barriers, audible alarms,
and road traffic light signals on pub-
lic roads.

Across the West Midlands and sur-
rounding areas, there were 217 level
crossing incidents recorded in the
last 12 months, including 13 classed
as ‘near misses’.

Angliss shows promise on
Silverstone endurance debut

MOTORSPORT: COVENTRY'’S
Brea Angliss made her endur-
ance racing debut in the British
Racing and Sports Car Club
(BRSCC) Silverstone 24 hours
race.

Angliss formed part of an
all-female entry with Silverlake
Motorsport as the teenager
made her return to the track.

The Coventry driver compet-
ed alongside Freya Belk, Lexie
Belk and Briannie Davis behind
the wheel of a Citroen C1.

This year’s race featured 50
cars and Angliss performed
strongly in pre-event testing
as she proved herself as the
quickest driver of the Citroen.

And Angliss posted the quick-
est lap in qualifying of the four
Citroen drivers as the quartet
qualified 42nd fastest overall
and 34th of the Citroen Cl1
entrants.

Angliss’s first race stint came
in darkness as she raced at
night for the first time and pro-
duced consistent laps across a
long two-hour 35-minute peri-
od.

The team remained in the top-
20 overall after a strong start
from her teammates despite
a fuel leak in the night which
cost the team close to 10 min-
utes in the pit lane for repairs.

Angliss returned to the driv-
er’s seat in the morning for her
second stint and then took the
final 90-minute spell to bring
the car home.

The 18-year-old ended the
race with the team’s fastest lap
of the race on the penultimate
lap and brought the car home
20th overall and fifth in the C1
AM class.

Angliss spent more than
six hours behind the wheel
throughout the race and con-
tributed 114 laps of the team’s
419 total.

Angliss said: “The Silverstone
24 Hours is one of the most
unique events in British motor-
sport, and it’s unlike anything
I've competed in before.

“It was a good opportunity
to get some endurance racing
experience under my belt and I
really enjoyed the whole event.

“Competing as part of an
all-female driver line-up was
good fun with Freya, Lexie and
Briannie.

“We made a good team and
got to grips quickly with the car,
with good teamwork alongside
Silverlake Motorsport ensur-
ing we made great progress
through the race.

“If it wasn’t for the time lost
in the night, we would have
been on the class podium, but
we’re still very proud of finish-
ing fifth in class and moving
forward 22 places overall.

“That’s a great achievement
for our first time racing this car
and getting to grips with endur-
ance racing.

“My final stint was so enjoy-
able, scrapping it out with two
other cars and switching places
almost every lap.

“To finish it off with our fast-
est lap of the race was the icing
on the cake, and this whole
experience has made me deter-
mined to get back racing again
as soon as possible.”

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Ingram behind in
title battle
despite podium

BTCC: TOM Ingram lost
further ground on title rival
Ash Sutton despite stepping
onto the podium in the latest
round of the British Touring
Car Championship (BTCC).

The Coventry driver finished
second in race one while early
BTCC leader Sutton finished
down in 10th after the latter
driver suffered a DNF in the
qualifying race at Snetterton.

However, Team Vertu driver
Ingram suffered a power steer-
ing issue and alternator failure
in race two which forced the
defending champion to retire.

Ingram then produced a stun-
ning recovery drive in race
three from the back of the grid
and initially crossed the line in
third place.

However, a 10-second post-
race penalty for exceeding
track limits saw Ingram drop to
eighth as title rival Sutton won
race two and finished second in
race three.

The results leave Ingram sec-
ond in the drivers’ standings on
117 points with Sutton some
57 points clear of the Coventry
driver.

And Ingram reflected on a
frustrating weekend although
the defending BTCC champion
insists he will continue to take
the fight to Sutton.

Ingram said: “I think disap-
pointing is the only way to
word the weekend because we
showed that the car is quick but
we come away from Snetterton

having lost ground in the stand-
ings and having not picked up
the three strong results we
know we are capable of.

“The qualifying race was a
solid result when you consider
that we had so little turbo boost
to play with, and the fact that
Ash was at the back meant we
had a chance to gain ground
in race one, which is what we
did

id.
“Obviously I'd have preferred
the win, but second was a
strong result in really difficult
conditions with the heat.

“Race two was one of the
most challenging I've done
after we lost the power steering
and it was a huge battle to try
and keep fighting on track until
the alternator failed, and that’s
one of those situations where

there was literally nothing else
I could have done.

“The final race was fantastic
from my point of view and to
finish on the podium from the
back was brilliant, which made
it all the more frustrating to
then get the penalty and undo
all the effort that had gone in to
come through the field.

“We can see where our oppo-
nents are strong at the moment
and we’ll keep working hard to
take the fight to them, start-
ing at Oulton Park in a few
weeks.”

The BTCC season continues
at Oulton Park over the week-
end of June 6 and 7.

The visitors reclaimed the
lead on 26 minutes when Reeves
danced through the line and
under the posts from Jordon
Poole’s offload and Josh Thomas
converted.

Coventry took a narrow two-
point lead into the break as
Maisey kicked a penalty two min-
utes into the second period to
edge Bedford ahead.

And Hutler crossed for his
second try on 49 minutes after
Adamson collected his own chip
ahead and fed the former to

score down the left.

The Blues struck again straight
from the restart as Bedford cap-
tain Day put the home side into a
commanding 15-point lead.

Maisey added a penalty to
stretch Bedford’s lead before
Reeves scored his second try
on 58 minutes from Tommy
Mathews’ grubber kick as the lat-
ter converted.

However, Bedford responded
with a fourth try on 61 minutes
when Alex Woolford charged
down a clearing kick and Benson
crossed.
